Shoreditch Festival, produced by Shoreditch Trust, delivered an outstanding weekend of
entertainment, free to all ages, in a sun-drenched Shoreditch Park from 16 to 18 July 2010.

This year’s Shoreditch Festival opened on Friday 16 July with Proms in Shoreditch Park with the
Royal Philharmonic Orchestra on a perfect summer’s evening with a firework finale followed by
two days of events showcasing the best of east London and beyond.

Saturday 17 July included highlights such as an eclectic line up of live music on the main stage
with Brassroots and hip hop sensations Choc Quib Town, literature and spoken word including
the launch of StarLit Children’s Literature Festival programme by children’s laureate Anthony
Browne, Big Screen films from Barbican Film and the East End Film Festival with live piano
accompaniment, a Busk Off featuring ten talented acts on the dance stage as part of the Mayor’s
Rhythm of London Festival and the much-loved Shoreditch Bark dog show.

World in Motion Day - a large scale creative collaboration between Shoreditch Trust, the
Barbican Centre and Guildhall School of Music and Drama - took place on Sunday 18 July, a
day created to showcase the talent of young people. This year it included the participation of over
400 young people aged 11 to 24 who performed and produced a range of their work on a
professional platform alongside both their peers and established artists.

Performances as part of WiM included UK hip hop dance talents from Boy Blue Entertainment,
rising Hackney eight-piece band Lazy Habits, and a special Roots of Reggae at Shoreditch
Festival programme featuring Caribbean artists The Viceroys, Gilzene and The Blue Lights
Mento Band and Bomba Estéreo on the main stage.

Shoreditch Trust CEO, Micheal Pyner said :

“Shoreditch Trust have delivered this year, without any doubt, the most successful Shoreditch
Festival to date. The Festival is now an institution in Shoreditch, elements of it have become an
expectation and iconic; the free Promenade Concert, the silent movies with the wonderful Colin
Sell, the literature and spoken word tent, the tea dance and of course the dog show. Local people
came in huge numbers this year and this proves that access to music and culture in their broadest
forms will attract diverse audiences.”
